On the Legislative level:
-free and compulsory education till 15 years old.

-legislation applied on public and private schools and other educational institutions that prohibit all forms of violence as well as the procedures that do not go along with the child’s human dignity.

-educational, psychological, scholastic and vocational guidance.

-legislation that permits for the child to participate in the administrative and judicial procedures related to education.

-early childhood.


Axes under discussion in the educational field:
-to raise the academic level of the Education Personnel.

-to raise the level of apprenticeship.

-the difference in the cost and the quality between public and private schools and to emphasize public education.

-good quality education for children with special needs.

-to provide flexible educational mechanisms for drop-out children or for children who never entered school and to sponsor the effort for educational supports and reinforcement in order to reintegrate the children in the scholastic organization in a way which takes into consideration the child’s age and the educational stage.

-percentage of schools that contain educational and psychological guidance services.

-school drop-out.

-to promote the parents council’s system.

-Illiteracy children under the age of 18 years who don’t read and write as well as the percentage of those who attend literacy lessons.

-scholastic organization and the convention on the Rights of the Child: the right to rest and leisure.

-early childhood.

-to integrate CRC in the educational curricula.

-to deal with the problem of the flaw between academic education and vocational and technical education and to link it with the market.

-to establish a system for the complaint process in schools (for parents and children).

-the established mechanisms in school to ameliorate the children’s participation in all the decisions concerned with their education.

-monitoring the educational welfare system and detecting children who are not officially registrated in schools.

-the right of minorities to learn their language.

-to encourage the regular attendance to school and to decrease the percentage of drop-out education as well as to find alternatives for children who are not in schools.

-information on the adopted measures to ensure the respect of child’s rights concerning any religious education in schools or public institutions or any constraints imposed on this freedom.

-non-discrimination and integrative education on the geography/social level/Persons with special need.

-equipping the pre-school stage with computers.
