Education : Reinsertion of Children out of School at all Levels
The number of children out of school at all levels in Lebanon is believe to be very high. Thus the HCC and its partners – the Ministry of Education, the Centre for Pedagogic Research and Development (CRDP), School Orientation and Advice Centers, municipalities, local development centers affiliated to the Ministry of Social Affairs, and various NGOs – have elaborated an action plan for children out of school and drop-outs at all schooling levels. It aims to reduce the number of children out of school and equalize the education level of all children to guarantee a better insertion in society. HCC seeks to lobby for legislation that ensures appropriate education according to the CRC, to raise awareness of the problem to the people surrounding the children, and to reinsert drop-outs into mainstream education or to create alternative means of education for them. 

Prevention through Legislation 

· Lobbying for the implementation of the law ensuring free and compulsory schooling to all children (4-12 y.o.)

· Advocacy to change the law for free and compulsory schooling to all children up to 15 years of age.
· Create new legislation ensuring a reinsertion into school for drop-outs

· Train media to participate in advocacy and support of HCC goals at all levels through workshops for journalists 

Prevention through Advocacy 

· Sessions for parents advocating the importance of obligatory schooling, explaining risks and consequences of children dropping out

· Specialized workshops for teachers on children with learning difficulties

· Coordination with CRDP teacher training on a new “CRC” curriculum 

· HCC intervention to NGOs, local development centers and parents

Studies on children out of school

· Coordination with the ministry of education to investigate the number of children out of school and monitor its evolution

· Study on drop-out rates to investigate their extent, causes and find possible solutions to the problem
· Socio-economic study on children at risk of not being put into school and/or dropping out

· Study on the “geography of schools”, assessing the needs for teachers in all schools and coordinating their supply 

· Look into the goals of NGOs involved with children out of school and coordinate to adopt a single action plan.

Reinsertion into Education

· Ensure the execution of the Ministry of Education’s action plan “Education for All : 2005-2015” 

· Ensure catch-up classes for drop-outs’ reinsertion into mainstream schooling

· Ensure alternative education to mainstream schooling, such as vocational training
